The action focuses on a crash in which Aaron, an 11 
year old boy, is hit by a car. The play explores the 
events leading up to the crash for Aaron and his 
best friend Kali who have recently started 
secondary school. The audience are asked to 
become detectives in trying to establish who is to 
blame for the incident.  
The performance and workshop improves young 
peoples’ understanding of the fact that they have 
increasing control and responsibility over their own  
and other peoples’ safety. The project also explores 
transition issues.
